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always complies with the relevant provisions of the GreenTag  certi�cation program;

make all necessary arrangements for the conduct of the evaluation, including provision for examining 
documentation and access to all areas, records (including internal audit reports) and personnel for the 
purposes of evaluation (e.g. testing, inspection, assessment surveillance, reassessment) and resolution ‘of 
complaints;

make claims regarding certi�cation only in respect of the scope for which certi�cation has been granted;

not use its product certi�cation in such a manner as to bring the certi�cation body into disrepute and does 
not make any statement regarding its product certi�cation which the certi�cation body may consider 
misleading or unauthorized;

upon suspension or cancellation of certi�cation, discontinue its use of all advertising matter that contains 
any reference thereto and returns any certi�cation documents as required by the Ecospeci�er;

use certi�cation only to indicate that products are certi�ed as being in conformity with speci�ed 
standards;

endeavour to ensure that no certi�cate or report nor any part thereof is used in a misleading manner;

make comment or inclusions solely in accordance with license requirements in making reference to its 
product certi�cation in communication media such as online, emails, documents, brochures or 
advertising;

Inform ecospeci�er of any change in the Certi�ed product or manufacturing process that is likely to 
signi�cantly a�ect the product’s design or speci�cation, or changes in the ownership, structure or 
management of the supplier, if relevant, or any other information that indicates the product may no longer 
comply with the requirements of this Standard;

In the event of ecospeci�er determining changes have been made to product or supplier details and not 
noti�ed to ecospeci�er, the supplier will, on receipt of an Ecospeci�er ‘Notice to Rectify’, immediately 
provide ecospeci�er with the required details and any fees necessary to allow recerti�cation. Failure to do 
so may result in the withdrawal of the Licence. If the product Licence is withdrawn, the manufacture must, 
within 7 days, cease to further promulgate all product marketing, packaging, advertising or other material 
carrying the logo. Furthermore all material carrying the Logo must  be withdrawn within 90 days.
